EMERGENCY SUPERINTENDENT SUCCESSION 3

In order to protect the Shaker Regional School District (SRSD) from sudden loss of 5 
superintendent services, the Shaker Regional School Board (SRSB) shall have two  6 
administrators within the district sufficiently qualified and familiar with SRSD and 7 
Superintendent responsibilities and are capable of assuming superintendent duties in his 8 
or her absence.  The Superintendent shall submit as information at the first SRSB 9 
meeting in November a primary and secondary administrator who are capable of 10 
assuming superintendent responsibilities in his or her absence.  The Superintendent shall 11 
notify the SRSB Chair of any planned absence extending beyond three (3) days.  In the 12 
event of a sudden absence extending beyond three days, the primary or secondary 13 
administrator shall report immediately to the SRSB Chair. 14 
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
